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BIOGRAPHY

Alcides Pereira dos Santos: A Poetics of Territory 
and Memory

Born in Bahia in 1932, Alcides Pereira dos Santos 
carved a unique path in the landscape of Brazilian 
art, shaped by his experiences in different regions of 
the country and a profound connection to the 
landscapes and stories that surrounded him. 

Based in Mato Grosso for much of his life, the artist 
absorbed the colors, textures, and cultural diversity 
of Brazil’s Central-West, elements that intertwine in 
his work, lending it an authenticity that transcends 
conventional categories.

Before fully dedicating himself to painting, Alcides 
worked as a “letreiro” (sign maker), creating street 
signs and banners—a practice that had a significant 
impact on his artistic production. 

This experience influenced the development of his 
visual language, incorporating graphic elements and 
a chromatic approach that evoke popular 
communication and the visual repertoire of the cities 
and communities where he lived.

Alcides developed a distinctive pictorial language, 
where simplified forms and vibrant colors reveal 
an intimate perspective on daily life and popular 
imagination. 

The power of his work lies in its ability to 
transform the ordinary into visual poetry, offering 
viewers a direct connection to the world he 
portrayed.

Alcides Pereira dos Santos passed away in São 
Paulo in 2007, but his legacy remains vibrant and 
ever-expanding. 

His works continue to captivate both national and 
international audiences, reaffirming the universality 
of his aesthetic. 

They challenge conventions, engage with diverse 
cultural contexts, and preserve the roots of a 
multifaceted and timeless Brazil.
