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BIOGRAPHY

Currently recognized as one of the 
greatest names of Brazilian Modernism, 
Amadeo Lorenzato, of Italian 
descendant, began painting walls as a 
child, but it was in his adolescence that 
he studied arts, during the time he lived 
in Italy with his family. Back in Brazil, 
after an accident that made him unable 
to work in civil construction in 1956, 
Lorenzato began dedicating himself 
exclusively to the artistic practice. 

The technical refinement brought him 
closer to the formal aspects of lines and 
colors, which gained prominence with the 
use of a sort of metal comb, normally used 
to create patterns on walls. His pictorial 
compositions bring together simple, 
spontaneous and deep lines, 
demonstrating a genuine minimalism in the 
representation of the ordinary scenarios of 
the popular neighborhoods of Belo 
Horizonte, capital of Minas Gerais State.
