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BIOGRAPHY

Painting is central to André Ricardo’s 
practice, which includes 
well-researched elements of popular 
Brazilian visual culture. 

The instinctive geometry visible in the 
facades of houses and businesses, as 
well as its reputation as a vector of 
popular knowledge, permeate the 
artist’s work, creating harmonious and 
festive compositions. 

His work is an "ode" to Brazilian 
traditions and cultural syncretism, 
accessing the core of our most 
common memories, present in the 
collective unconscious.

His chromatic studies are carried out 
through tempera technique, an ancient 
practice in which eggs are used as a 
binder. The use of tempera allows 
André Ricardo to freely work with the 
qualities of color, considering its texture 
and luminosity. 

His process also involves the making 
and preparation of the canvas itself, 
using linen and other organic materials.

André Ricardo holds a degree in Visual 
Arts from USP-SP (2006), participated 
in a student exchange at the Faculdade 
de Belas Artes of the Universidade do 
Porto, Portugal (2010-11), and 
completed an artistic residency at RU - 
Residency Unlimited, New York, USA 
(2022).
